Addendum 1- The Self-Judgement Of Believers
Judging Others Vs. Self Judgement
Christians are often accused of “judging” or intolerance when they speak out against sin. But opposing sin is not wrong. Holding aloft the standard of righteousness naturally defines unrighteousness and draws the slings and arrows of those who choose sin over godliness. John the Baptist incurred the ire of Herodias when he spoke out against her adultery with Herod (Mark 6:18–19). She eventually silenced John, but she could not silence the truth (Isaiah 40:8).
Believers are warned against judging others unfairly or unrighteously, but Jesus commends “right judgment” (John 7:24, ESV). We are to be discerning (Colossians 1:9; 1 Thessalonians 5:21). We are to preach the whole counsel of God, including the Bible’s teaching on sin (Acts 20:27; 2 Timothy 4:2). We are to gently confront doctrinally erring brothers or sisters in Christ (Galatians 6:1). We are to practice deal with issues between brethren in a Godly manner and seeking counsel among Christians to help us if we can’t find reconciliation and resolution: (Matthew 18:15–17). We are to speak the truth in love (Ephesians 4:15).
Key Aspects of Righteous Judgment
•	Fairness and impartiality: Judging without favoritism, regardless of a person's social status, wealth, or other personal characteristics.
•	Based on truth and principle: Making decisions based on established rules or divine laws, not on whims or popular opinion.
•	Discernment: Evaluating situations accurately, which includes discerning truth from falsehood and understanding the reality of a situation, as opposed to judging by appearances.
•	Humility and grace: For humans, exercising this judgment often requires humility, recognizing one's own flaws, and being motivated by love and a desire for the well-being of others.
•	Guided by divine wisdom: In the Christian faith, it is understood as being led by God's Word and Spirit, rather than by personal intellect or emotions.
•	Balanced with mercy: Righteous judgment is often seen as being tempered by mercy, so that the punishment or ruling is also fair and just but not overly harsh.
John 7:21-24 – Judge Righteous Judgement
7:21 a    [one work] This "one work" was healing the man on the sabbath (Jhn_7:23; Jhn_5:1-16). The Pharisees accused Him of breaking the law and, in the interest of religion, thought He should be killed. He replied that they did more work on the sabbath in circumcising a boy than He did in healing a man, so who was the greater sinner (Jhn_7:21-23)?
7:22 a    [Moses] Moses mentioned it only in Exo_12:44, Exo_12:48; Lev_12:3, but the law concerning it was given to Abraham (Gen_17:9-14). 
7:23 a    [are ye angry at me, because I have made a man every whit whole on the sabbath day?] Question 53. Next, Jhn_7:25.
b    [whole] In soul and body (Jhn_5:8-9).
    [appearance] Sight, or outward appearance. If you think you have not violated the sabbath in circumcision, then how can you think I broke the sabbath when I healed one of you who had been helpless for 38 years? If you will view My act in the same light as your own, then you will not class Me as a criminal. The covenant of healing (Exo_15:26) should be obeyed as much as the covenant of circumcision (Gen_17:9-14). Sickness in your midst proves you have broken God’s covenant just as much as a foreskin would prove you have broken it. If you admit that circumcision is necessary, then why do you not admit that it is a necessity for a man to be cured on that day?



The Words of Jesus - Matthew 7:1
1 Judge not, that you be not judged (this statement by Christ harks back to Verses 25 through 34 of the previous Chapter; the idea is, God may permit poverty to test His Child, but fellow Believers are not to err, as Job’s friends did, and believe the trial to be a judgment for secret sin; as well, the word, “judging,” as used here, covers every aspect of dealing with our fellowman).
2 For with what judgment you judge, you shall be judged (whatever motive we ascribe to others, such motive will ultimately be ascribed to us): and with what measure you mete, it shall be measured to you again (a double emphasis is given here in order to proclaim the seriousness of the Words of our Lord; when we judge others, we are judging ourselves).
3 And why do you behold the mote that is in your brother’s eye (the Believer is not to be looking for fault or wrongdoing in the lives of fellow Believers), but consider not the beam that is in your own eye? (We have plenty in our own lives which need eliminating, without looking for faults in others. The “mote” and “beam” are contrasted! The constant judging of others portrays the fact that we are much worse off than the one we are judging.)
4 Or how will you say to your brother, Let me pull out the mote out of your eye (the seriousness of setting ourselves up as judge, jury, and executioner); and, behold, a beam is in your own eye? (Once again draws attention to the fact that the person doing the judging is in far worse spiritual condition than the one being judged.)
5 You hypocrite (aptly describes such a person), first cast out the beam out of your own eye; and then you shall see clearly to cast out the mote out of your brother’s eye (the very fact that we do not address ourselves, but rather others, portrays the truth that our personal situation is worse; when we properly analyze ourselves, then, and only then, can we “see clearly”; this is speaking of character assassination and not the correction of doctrine).
6 Give not that which is holy unto the dogs, neither cast you your pearls before swine (there may be problems in the Church, as Verses 1 through 5 proclaim, but still, the Church is never to reach out into the world, i.e., “dogs,” for help in order to solve its internal disputes), lest they trample them under their feet, and turn again and rend you (no help will be coming from the world, but rather destruction.; we are to take our problems to the Lord, obeying His Word, concerning disputes [Mat. 18:15-17]).

Types Of Unrighteous Judgment

1. Superficial judgment is wrong. Passing judgment on someone based solely on appearances is sinful (John 7:24). It is foolish to jump to conclusions before investigating the facts (Proverbs 18:13). Simon the Pharisee passed judgment on a woman based on her appearance and reputation, but he could not see that the woman had been forgiven; Simon thus drew Jesus’ rebuke for his unrighteous judgment (Luke 7:36–50).

2. Hypocritical judgment is wrong. Jesus’ command not to judge others in Matthew 7:1 is preceded by comparisons to hypocrites (Matthew 6:2, 5, 16) and followed by a warning against hypocrisy (Matthew 7:3–5). When we point out the sin of others while we ourselves commit the same sin, we condemn ourselves (Romans 2:1).

3. Harsh, Unforgiving judgment is wrong. We are “always to be gentle toward everyone” (Titus 3:2). It is the merciful who will be shown mercy (Matthew 5:7), and, as Jesus warned, “In the same way you judge others, you will be judged, and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you” (Matthew 7:2).

4. Self-Righteous judgment is wrong. We are called to humility, and “God opposes the proud” (James 4:6). In Jesus’ parable of the Pharisee and the tax collector, the Pharisee was confident in his own righteousness and from that proud position judged the publican; however, God sees the heart and refused to forgive the Pharisee’s sin (Luke 18:9–14).

5. Untrue judgment is wrong. The Bible clearly forbids bearing false witness, slander, gossip and talebearing – many reasons people wrongly judge others and situations! (Proverbs 19:5). “Slander no one” (Titus 3:2). The talebearer reveals things that should be concealed for the healing of others.
The Slander/Talebearer As Judge
The phrase comes from Proverbs 11:13 and means that a gossip or talebearer reveals secrets, creating strife, while a trustworthy or righteous person conceals them. The "righteous" person covers a transgression not by ignoring it, but by handling it privately and with love, which builds trust. In contrast, a talebearer is seen as destructive, betraying confidence and damaging reputations. 
Talebearer vs. the righteous person
•	Talebearer: A gossip who intentionally reveals secrets, often with the goal of harming another's reputation. This behavior causes division and strife.
•	Righteous/Trustworthy person: A person of "faithful spirit" who keeps secrets and confidences. Covering a transgression involves dealing with it privately in a loving way, which honors the relationship and seeks to heal rather than harm. 
Warnings:
•	Confidentiality is a sign of character: Keeping secrets demonstrates loyalty, trustworthiness, and discretion.
•	Gossip is destructive: Spreading rumors and secrets can destroy relationships, ruin reputations, and breed mistrust.
•	Choose your company wisely: The text advises avoiding those who are constantly talking about others and who use flattery, as they cannot be trusted with your secrets. 
Four Distinct Types Of Character.
I. The insolent. Men destitute of all true respect for their fellows. They are uncivil and rude, sneering, saucy, abusive.
II. The respectful. He is neither precipitant in the judgment he forms of men, nor hasty in his language. He is the true gentleman of society: cautious, prudent, polite.
III. The tattler. A tale-bearer is one who will take in your secrets, and hasten to his neighbor to pour them into his greedy ears. He has a witching ear to know your concerns. He is not always malicious in spirit, but he is always dangerous. He is always defending friendships, starting suspicions, and creating animosities.
IV. The trustworthy. The antithesis to the tale-bearer. He is a dependable friend; he will listen to your secrets as things too sacred for speech. You can trust him with your life, he will never betray you. (Homilist.)

Judgement Due To Untruths:
1. Destructive Words/Slander
One of Satan’s Name is the DEVIL (DIABLOS) which means “slanderer”.
Slander is making a false verbal statement that damages someone’s reputation. Slander differs slightly from libel in that libel is a written defamation of character; slander is only spoken
The Bible says a lot about slander, in both Old Testament and New (Proverbs 10:18; 1 Peter 2:1). Slander is so high on God’s list of wrongs that He included it in the Ten Commandments (Exodus 20:16). 
The ninth commandment says, “You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.” Bearing false witness includes slander because of the untruths being spread. 
Slander is simply lying about someone with the intent of causing others to view that person in a negative light.

Slander is malicious lying, and God hates lying (Proverbs 6:16–19; 12:22). Since God is the author of truth (John 14:6; 1 John 5:6), anything untrue is in opposition to His nature and therefore repulsive to Him. 
Both slander and gossip are wrong, and Scripture often condemns them together (Leviticus 19:16; Proverbs 16:27; 2 Corinthians 12:20), but slander takes gossip to a whole new level. Gossip collects someone’s secrets and passes them to others; slander makes up its own secrets and broadcasts them wherever they will do the most harm.

The New Testament references slander as part of our old sinful nature. Slander has no place in our lives when we become new creatures in Christ (2 Corinthians 5:17). Colossians 3:7–8 says, “You used to walk in these ways, in the life you once lived. But now you must also rid yourselves of all such things as these: anger, rage, malice, slander, and filthy language from your lips.” 
Our words are to be dedicated to the glory of God, just as our bodies are (Romans 12:1–2; Ephesians 4:29). Those who know God have a responsibility to refrain from slander: “With the tongue we praise our Lord and Father, and with it we curse human beings, who have been made in God’s likeness. Out of the same mouth come praise and cursing. My brothers and sisters, this should not be” (James 3:9–10). Slander is one practice that must be put to death if we intend to follow Jesus (Romans 6:11–14).

In Romans 1:28–32, Paul lists many traits of a depraved mind, and slander is included in this list (verse 30). When we slander others, we are choosing to step out of the path God designed for us. 
He will not participate with us in our attempts to destroy someone else with our words. Slander comes from the heart, and when we are tempted to speak untruths about someone, we should first examine our own hearts to see what ugly root is producing those desires. Jesus said, “But the things that come out of a person’s mouth come from the heart, and these defile them. For out of the heart come evil thoughts—murder, adultery, sexual immorality, theft, false testimony, slander” (Matthew 15:18–19). 
God wants us to see that slandering someone is an indicator that our hearts are not right with Him. A desire to slander can spring from a root of bitterness (Hebrews 12:15), from unresolved hurt (1 Peter 3:14–16), from unforgiveness (2 Corinthians 2:10–11; Ephesians 4:32), from jealousy (Galatians 5:20; 2 Corinthians 12:20), or from other sins of the heart.
Libel is published slander. A libelous accusation is a printed statement or image that is false and misleading and has the potential to damage a person’s reputation, business, or profession. Libel differs from slander only in form. 
Slander is verbal, whereas libel is printed. 
The libelous statement is one that is presented as fact, rather than opinion, and is subject to legal action if it can be proven false and damaging to the intended target. The legal term libel is not found in the Bible, but Scripture has plenty to say about defamatory speech and character assassination.

Since the only difference between slander and libel is the form they take, we can assume that the Bible’s many prohibitions against lying, slander, and false testimony apply to libel as well. 
Often, the motive for libelous statements is jealousy, another sin that God detests (Galatians 5:20; 2 Corinthians 12:20). When we seek to publicly defame the character of another in order to build ourselves up, we are working at cross-purposes with God. 
Galatians 5:15 warns that “if you bite and devour each other, watch out or you will be destroyed by each other.” Many who have sought to get ahead by libel later find themselves fighting libelous statements against themselves. 
Proverbs 11:3 says, “The integrity of the upright guides them, but the unfaithful are destroyed by their duplicity.” Evil breeds evil. We never accomplish God’s best by using Satan’s tactics.

A believer in Christ should never be guilty of libel. Instead, we should aim to be people of our word, letting our “yes” be “yes” and our “no” be “no” (James 5:12). 
It can be tempting to state as fact an opinion about someone we dislike or mistrust, justifying our libel because of the person’s past actions. However, instead of spreading libelous statements, we must strive to live by Jesus’ words: “Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you, pray for those who mistreat you” (Luke 6:27–28). 
The Lord has told us to let Him take care of vengeance (Hebrews 10:30). When we refuse to slander or make libelous claims, we stay out of God’s way so that He can bring truth to light in His way and in His time.

There is no sure-fire defense against libel. The letter that the Jews’ enemies sent to King Artaxerxes was full of libel against Zerubbabel (see Ezra 4), as wicked men tried everything they could to derail the rebuilding of the temple in Jerusalem. 
It has been said that we should strive to live in such a way that if a lie (or libel) was publicized against us, no one would believe it. This is good advice, as we are to be “children of God without fault in a warped and crooked generation” (Philippians 2:15).

God’s solution for slander is to love each other (John 13:34). We don’t slander people whom we love (1 Corinthians 13:4–7). 
Love wants the best for others, and that means guarding their reputations as we do our own (Matthew 7:12). 
“Love does no harm to a neighbor. Therefore love is the fulfillment of the law” (Romans 13:10). When we focus on obeying the Lord by loving as He loves us, slander will not tempt us.
Prov 11:9 An hypocrite with his mouth destroys his neighbour: but through knowledge shall the just be delivered. (Jesus exposed those who were quick to point out the faults of others while ignoring their own [Mat. 7:1-5] by calling them “hypocrites.

Prov 11: 13 A talebearer reveals secrets: but he who is of a faithful spirit conceals the matter. (In the Hebrew, the word “talebearer” is “holechrachil,” which means “a peddler of scandal.” 

Doeg is a good example of such talebearing [I Sam. 21:7].)
Expositors:

DOEG THE EDOMITE

9 Then answered Doeg the Edomite, which was set over the servants of Saul, and said, I saw the son of Jesse coming to Nob, to Ahimelech the son of Ahitub (it should have been translated, “Doeg the Edomite, who stood there with the servants of Saul”; these Benjamites would not have endured to have an Edomite set over them).

10 And he enquired of the LORD for him, and gave him victuals, and gave him the sword of Goliath the Philistine.

THE PRIESTS

11 Then the king sent to call Ahimelech the Priest, the son of Ahitub, and all his father’s house, the Priests who were in Nob: and they came all of them to the king (they little realized what was in store for them!).

12 And Saul said, Hear now, you son of Ahitub. And he answered, Here I am, my lord.

13 And Saul said unto him, Why have you conspired against me, you and the son of Jesse, in that you have given him bread, and a sword, and have enquired of God for him, that he should rise against me, to lie in wait, as at this day?

14 Then Ahimelech answered the king, and said, And who is so faithful among all your servants as David, which is the king’s son in law, and goes at your bidding, and is honourable in your house?

15 Did I then begin to enquire of God for him? be it far from me: let not the king impute anything unto his servant, nor to all the house of my father: for your servant knew nothing of all this, less or more (Ahimelech’s answers are those of an innocent man who had supposed that what he did was a matter of course).

16 And the king said, You shall surely die, Ahimelech, You, and all your father’s house (Saul imagines conspiracies on every hand; the wicked flee when no man pursues).

17 And the king said unto the footmen who stood about him, Turn, and kill the Priests of the LORD; because their hand also is with David, and because they knew when he fled, and did not show it to me. But the servants of the king would not put forth their hand to fall upon the Priests of the LORD.

18 And the king said to Doeg, Turn thou, and fall upon the Priests. And Doeg the Edomite turned, and he fell upon the Priests, and killed on that day fourscore and five (85) persons who did wear a linen Ephod. (The fact that they were thus clad in their official dress added not to the wickedness, but to the impiety of this revolting act — Smith. That day, Saul would kill all the Priests with the exception of “Abiathar,” who escaped and fled after David, even as we shall see. Saul would kill some 85 men of God, as well as women and children.

Incidentally, Abiathar was of the line of the priests of Eli. He had a son who was also joint Priest with Zadok for a while [I Chron. 18:16; 24:6]. Solomon, many years later, deposed Abimelech because he espoused his brother’s cause to become king, and Zadok became sole High Priest [I Ki. 1:7-42]. Thus, the prophecy to Eli of the cutting off of his house as Priests was finally fulfilled [I Sam. 2:31], for Abiathar was the last of his line to be High Priest. Eli and Abiathar were of the house of Ithamar, and Zadok was of the house of Eleazar. 

By this act of Saul, he caused the transfer of the Urim and Thummim to David and, as stated, the prophecy to Eli of the cutting off of his house was fulfilled.)

Another deeper example is Ham, the son of Noah: Genesis 9:27

Ham, The Son Of Noah – Exposing Nakedness

NOAH’S DRUNKENNESS

Genesis 9:20-21 - 20 And Noah began to be an husbandman, and he planted a vineyard:
21 And he drank of the wine, and was drunken; and he was uncovered within his tent. (This is the first mention of wine in the Bible, or any type of intoxicating beverage. Inasmuch as the first mention of intoxicating beverage in the Bible reveals such a shameful episode, we cannot help but garner from this illustration, as given by the Holy Spirit concerning Noah, the warning against alcohol taught here.)

22 And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of his father, and told his two brethren without (sin is like leaven; it always spreads; Noah not only gets drunk, but now pulls off his clothes, and does so intentionally; there is a form of insanity about sin).

23 And Shem and Japheth took a garment, and laid it upon both their shoulders, and went backward, and covered the nakedness of their father; and their faces were backward, and they saw not their father’s nakedness (a lack of love exposes sin, while the Love of God covers sin, but without condoning it).

24 And Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his younger son had done unto him (there are some Scholars who believe that either Ham or Canaan, and more likely Canaan, committed an act of homosexuality on the Patriarch; while there is no concrete proof of such, there is definitely some indication in that direction).

THE CURSE ON CANAAN

25 And he said, Cursed be Canaan; a servant of servants shall he be unto his brethren. (What was this curse? It had absolutely nothing to do with the skin of some people being black. In fact, all the descendants of Ham and Canaan were not black; some were white, and we speak of those
who occupied the land of Canaan. 

The evidence is, it was only upon those, and because they opposed Israel, hence the statement being “Cursed be Canaan.” Even then, Canaanites who placed their faith in God could escape it. Rahab, a Canaanite and a harlot, is an excellent example. 
She placed her faith in God and after a period of purification, was brought into Israel’s camp. She married an Israelite, and became an ancestress of David, and even the greater Son of David, 
the Lord Jesus Christ [Josh. 6:25; Mat. 1:5; Heb. 11:31].)

26 And he said, Blessed be the LORD God of Shem (through Shem would come the Jewish people, who would give the world the Word of God and, as well, would bring forth the Messiah, the Saviour of the world); and Canaan shall be his servant (the Canaanites in Israel were defeated by David, and became the servants of Israel).

27 God shall enlarge Japheth, and he shall dwell in the tents of Shem (Israel, the descendants of Shem, would reject Christ, 
while the descendants of Japheth would accept Him, which means that the Blessing intended for Shem, i.e., Israel, would instead go to the descendants of Japheth, i.e., the Gentiles); and Canaan shall be his servant. 

(The descendants of Canaan continue unto this hour, in a sense, to be the servants of Japheth. For instance, the descendants of Canaan, wherever they might be, in a sense, answer to the United States, which part of the population are descendants of Japheth.)

28 And Noah lived after the flood three hundred and fifty years.

29 And all the days of Noah were nine hundred and fifty years: and he died. (This means that Noah lived almost to the birth of Abraham, and was thus, in all probability, a witness of the building of the Tower of Babel, and of the consequent dispersion of mankind.)

The Curse: 
When Noah awoke, he discovered what had happened. He then cursed Canaan, saying he would be a "servant of servants to his brothers". While the Bible doesn't state Ham's specific sin beyond seeing his father's nakedness and telling his brothers, the severity of the curse on Canaan is a subject of ongoing discussion and interpretation. 
2. The Talebearer – Proverbs 11:3, 12-13, 9 – Spreading Rumors and Gossip
A rumor is an unconfirmed, widely spread story or statement. Rumors may or may not contain elements of truth, but their veracity is anyone’s guess—rumors carry no factual certainty. Rumors are also known as gossip, and the Bible has a lot to say about that.

Scripture warns against spreading rumors and those who engage in gossip. Proverbs 20:19 says, “A gossip betrays a confidence; so avoid anyone who talks too much.” Words are powerful. They can build up or destroy (Proverbs 18:21). James 3:2–12 instructs us to control our words, stating in verse 5: “Consider what a great forest is set on fire by a small spark.” Spreading “harmless” rumors, then, can cause great destruction. God desires that we use our words to praise Him (Psalm 34:1), to speak wisdom (Proverbs 10:13), and to encourage and edify each other (1 Thessalonians 5:11; Ephesians 4:29).

The Bible often includes gossip in lists of specific evils (e.g., 2 Corinthians 12:20; Romans 1:29). Spreading rumors is so repulsive in the Lord’s sight that He made a prohibition against it in the Law He gave to the Israelites (Leviticus 19:16). First Timothy 5:13 sternly warns against using idle time to spread slander. And Proverbs 17:4 implies that those who eagerly listen to gossip have low character.

So why do people enjoy the rumor mill? Proverbs 26:22 gives one reason: “The words of a gossip are like choice morsels; they go down to the inmost parts.” 
There is a delicious thrill in hearing scandalous information about someone we know or wish we knew. Jealousy is often the root of spreading rumors. When we learn “the real reason” someone did something, we can alter our opinion of him or her and make ourselves feel better by comparison. 
We rarely hear rumors that exalt someone’s reputation. We don’t hear rumors that someone’s son worked hard to make the honor roll again, a friend’s spouse is kind and devoted, or that the Joneses saved for ten years to take that luxury cruise. That kind of information is not a “choice morsel.” Instead, we perk up when we hear that someone’s son cheated his way onto the honor roll, that a friend’s spouse only pretends to be kind and devoted because he is having an affair, or that the Joneses blew their retirement to take that luxury cruise. Those kinds of tidbits let us compare ourselves favorably with the ones gossiped about, and we feel more satisfied with our own lives.

In Christian circles, spreading rumors has an ally in the guise of the “prayer chain.” Prayer chains are ways that local churches inform other members of prayer needs within that body. They can be useful if the information shared is general knowledge and those informed will truly pray. However, many times prayer chains become excuses for speculation and rumor as the story grows with each telling. A prayer chain can become a real-life example of the party game “Telephone,” with the last person on the prayer chain receiving information that bears little resemblance to the original request. When this happens, it is nothing more than spreading rumors and can be destructive to individuals and churches.

Proverbs 26:20 gives us the antidote for spreading rumors: “Without wood a fire goes out; without a gossip a quarrel dies down.” 
We cannot stop all rumors, but we can refuse to participate in them. We can break the “telephone” chain and refuse to pass it on. When we hear slanderous news, we should go to the source and check it out. If we are not part of the solution, and the person we are telling is not part of the solution, then the news is not ours to propagate. 
Our sinful natures enjoy possessing a juicy morsel of information that would gain us attention in the telling. But when we are willing to recognize the selfishness of that desire, we can repent of it and dedicate our mouths to the glory of God (Psalm 19:14).
a [talebearer] Hebrew: halak (HSN-<H1980>) rakiyl (HSN-<H7400>), a walking busybody; a peddler in scandal (cp. Lev. 19:16; Jas. 1:26). He reveals whatever is confided to him. He will even reveal his own secrets rather than have nothing to say. (1Sam. 21:7; 22:9-10; Ps. 52:2) 
In the book of Romans, Paul reveals the sinful nature and lawlessness of mankind, stating how God poured out His wrath on those who rejected His laws. Because they had turned away from God’s instruction and guidance, He gave them over to their sinful natures. The list of sins includes gossips and slanderers (Romans 1:29b-32). 
We see from this passage how serious the sin of gossip is and that it characterizes those who are under God’s wrath.
Another group who were (and still are today) known for indulging in gossip is widows. 
Paul cautions widows against entertaining the habit of gossip and of being idle. These women are described as “gossips and busybodies, saying things they ought not to” (1 Timothy 5:12-13). 
Because women tend to spend a lot of time in each other’s homes and work closely with other women, they hear and observe situations which can become distorted, especially when repeated over and over. 
Paul states that widows get into the habit of going from home to home, looking for something to occupy their idleness. Idle hands are the devil’s workshop, and God cautions against allowing idleness to enter our lives. “A gossip betrays a confidence; so avoid a man [or woman] who talks too much” (Proverbs 20:19).
Both women and men can engage in gossip simply by repeating something heard in confidence. The book of Proverbs has a long list of verses that cover the dangers of gossip and the potential hurt that results from it. “A man who lacks judgment derides his neighbor, but a man of understanding holds his tongue. A gossip betrays a confidence, but a trustworthy man keeps a secret” (Proverbs 11:12-13).
The Bible tells us that “a perverse man stirs up dissension, and a gossip separates close friends” (Proverbs 16:28). 
Many a friendship has been ruined over a misunderstanding that started with gossip. Those who engage in this behavior do nothing but stir up trouble and cause anger, bitterness, and pain among friends. Sadly, some people thrive on this and look for opportunities to destroy others. And when such people are confronted, they deny the allegations and answer with excuses and rationalizations. 
Rather than admit wrongdoing, they blame someone else or attempt to minimize the seriousness of the sin. “A fool’s mouth is his undoing, and his lips are a snare to his soul. The words of a gossip are like choice morsels; they go down to a man’s inmost parts” (Proverbs 18:7-8).
Those who guard their tongues keep themselves from calamity (Proverbs 21:23). So we must guard our tongues and refrain from the sinful act of gossip. If we surrender our natural desires to the Lord, He will help us to remain righteous



Expositors on Proverbs 10:12, 18:7-8, 10:11-12
Proverbs 10:12 Hatred stirs up strifes: but love covers all sins. (Those who love to stir up the failing of others, while hiding their own, show that their hearts are filled with “hatred.”)
Proverbs 18:7-8- 7 A fool’s mouth is his destruction, and his lips are the snare of his soul. (Spiritually, the “fool” is the one who does not know the Bible; because of his lack of true knowledge, he will quickly find trouble. His “mouth” will guarantee his destruction.)
8 The words of a talebearer are as wounds, and they go down into the innermost parts of the belly. (A “talebearer” in this Passage is likened to a slanderer. His “words” are as morsels that go down into the heart of the listener and cause “wounds.”)
Proverbs 10:11-12
11 The mouth of a righteous man is a well of life: but violence covers the mouth of the wicked. (The only “life” in this world is that which is given by Christ. Ideally, the “mouth” of such a one becomes a fount of blessing.) 

12 Hatred stirs up strifes: but love covers all sins. (Those who love to stir up the failing of others, while hiding their own, show that their hearts are filled with “hatred.”)

Bearing False Witness
Bearing false witness is mentioned many times in the Bible, exclusively as something bad. “You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor” is the ninth of the Ten Commandments that Moses brought back with him from his encounter with God on Mount Sinai (Exodus 20:16). False witness, or spreading a false report, is associated with being allied with the wicked (Exodus 23:1), willing to do violence to others (Psalm 27:12), and sowing discord among brothers (Proverbs 6:19). The Bible calls bearing false witness lying (Proverbs 14:5) and compares a man who bears false witness against his neighbor to a violent weapon (Proverbs 25:18). Lies harm people. 
A false witness is one who stands up and swears before others that something untrue is true, especially with the intention of hurting someone else or ruining his reputation. 
This happened to David (Psalm 27:12), Jesus (Matthew 26:60; Mark 14:56), and Stephen (Acts 6:13). 
When the wicked Queen Jezebel wished to procure a vineyard for her sulking husband, King Ahab, she employed two false witnesses. Naboth, the rightful owner of the vineyard, was seated in an honorable place on a day of fasting, but “then two scoundrels came and sat opposite him and brought charges against Naboth before the people, saying, ‘Naboth has cursed both God and the king.’ So they took him outside the city and stoned him to death” (1 Kings 21:13). 
What the “scoundrels” said against Naboth was absolutely untrue; they were bearing false witness with impunity and with the queen’s blessing. As a result, an innocent man was killed. When a person is righteous and his enemies can find nothing with which to blame him, bearing false witness is a common weapon.

Rom_13:9  For this, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is briefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.
 
Why People Slander, Judge and Gossip:
•	Insecurity and low self-esteem: 
Judging others can be a way to boost one's own self-worth by finding flaws in others, which provides a temporary feeling of superiority. This is often a defense mechanism against personal feelings of inadequacy. 
•	Projection: 
People tend to judge others for qualities they cannot accept in themselves. By criticizing others, they are projecting their own hidden insecurities or negative traits onto someone else. 
•	Feeling superior: 
Judgment can be a way to "prop oneself up" by putting others down, creating a false sense of superiority by comparison. 
•	Unmet needs: 
Judging others can be a way to avoid reckoning with feelings of inferiority or shame, but it's an unhealthy and unproductive coping strategy. 
Cognitive and behavioral reasons
•	Lack of understanding: 
Judgment often stems from a lack of empathy or understanding for another person's perspective, behaviors, or background. 
•	Learned behavior: 
Judgmental attitudes can be learned through childhood experiences and observing judgmental family members or cultural norms. 
•	Competitiveness: 
Judgment can arise from a competitive mindset, where people feel the need to find fault in others to feel better about themselves when they don't "win" or feel inferior. 
Other contributing factors
•	Fear and anxiety: 
Judging others can be rooted in one's own fears or past experiences, with the brain seeking similarities and using differences as a basis for judgment. 
•	Deflecting attention: 
People may judge others to shift the focus away from their own faults or problems. 
•	Jealousy: 
Feelings of envy towards another person's success or traits can manifest as judgment. 
Righteous judgment is the act of making decisions or rulings based on divine principles of justice, truth, and fairness, rather than on personal opinions, emotions, or outward appearances. In a religious context, it involves aligning one's judgment with God's standards and can be guided by seeking divine guidance. In a more secular sense, it is a decision-making process guided by fairness, morality, and ethics, avoiding partiality. 
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
