Isaiah 63 - Hosea 14 – Addendum – The Issue Of Backsliding
[bookmark: Ninety-nine_Ways_of_Backsliders]In a religious context, "backsliding in heart" refers to a Christian's decline in spiritual devotion and commitment to God, often characterized by a gradual turning away from faith and a return to old, sinful habits. It's not necessarily a sudden fall from grace, but rather a process of spiritual decline that begins in the heart. 


· Turning Away:
Backsliding, in essence, means to "slide back" or "turn aside" from God. It implies a departure from a state of closeness with God and a movement towards a more self-centered or worldly focus. 
· Not Always Sudden:
While some backsliding experiences might be marked by a dramatic event, it's often a gradual process of spiritual decline. A Christian might initially experience a subtle loss of interest in spiritual practices, a decrease in conviction, or a growing indifference towards spiritual matters. 
· Rooted in the Heart:
The phrase "backsliding in heart" emphasizes that the process begins internally, in the heart and mind, before manifesting outwardly in actions. It's a shift in one's affections, priorities, and commitment. 
· Potential Consequences:
Backsliding can lead to spiritual weakness, loss of joy, and a compromised relationship with God. It can also lead to more significant consequences if not addressed and repented of. 
· Biblical Examples:
The Bible provides examples of individuals who backslid, such as King Saul, who allowed fear of man to override his devotion to God, and Samson, who compromised his calling through moral failings. 
· Warning and Invitation:
The concept of backsliding is often presented as a warning against complacency and a call to return to God. Scripture also offers hope for restoration and healing for those who have backslidden, with God inviting them to return and be healed according to Jeremiah 3:22.

98. They backslide like a heifer (Hos. 4:16). 
99. They go backward, not forward (Jer. 7:24). 
 
All this indicates a man who once walked in the way of God but has now turned against Him; a man who fought the world, the flesh, and the devil and has retreated from battle and joined the enemy; a man who once belonged with saints, but is now removed from them; and a man who has been overcome by sin and Satan and is filled with his own ways 
1. Lucifer. He was sinless and walked in the ways of God perfectly until he sinned (Ezek. 28:11-17, notes). He fell from God's favor and was cast out of heaven (Isa. 14:12-14; Lk. 10:8). He became sinful and lustful (Jn. 8:44) and destined to eternal hell (Mt. 25:41; Rev. 20:10). 
2. Holy angels. Over one-third of God's holy angels rebelled with Lucifer (Rev. 12:3,7-12) and became destined to hell with Satan (Mt. 25:41; Isa. 24:21). Many of these committed the additional sin of fornication and are now in hell (2Pet. 2:4; Jude 1:6-7). Angels are sons of God (Gen. 6:1-4; Job 1:6; 2:1; 38:4-7) and yet those who sin are to be punished forever in hell, so sonship is no unforfeitable guarantee of heaven. 
3. Demons. They were also created sinless and in God's grace and favor. That they sinned and are doomed to eternal hell is clear from their own admission of being worthy of punishment (Mt. 8:29; Mk. 5:7; Lk. 8:28-32; Jas. 2:19). Many of them are now in the abyss (Rev. 9). See Demons or Unclean Spirits. 
4. Pre-adamites. According to Gen. 1:2; Isa. 14:12-14; Jer. 4:23-26; Ezek. 28:11-17; 2Pet. 3:5-8 and other scriptures, Lucifer ruled the earth before Adam and caused all the people of his kingdom to lose God's favor and be destroyed in the flood of Gen. 1:2; 2Pet. 3:5-8. (See notes on all these passages). Not one person, animal, city, or plant was left alive (Jer. 4:23-26, notes). 
5. Adam and Eve were created in God's grace or favor (Gen. 1:26-31). They fell from grace by sin and lost the eternal life they would have kept if they had not sinned (Gen. 2:17; 3:1-19; Rom. 5:12-21; 2Cor. 11:3). Nothing is ever said of their salvation from sin. They are not listed with the faith-worthies of the Old Testament (Heb. 11). Adam was still a sinner at the age of 810 years (Gen. 6:3, note). He was a son of God (Lk. 3:38). Thus, again, sonship is proved not to be a guarantee of eternal life. God promises to punish every angel or man who sins regardless of sonship or relationship (see 210 Plain Laws and Warnings, below). 
6. Adamites. Every person born of Adam was once in grace in Adam and fell from grace or favor when Adam did, for they were in Adam's loins when he sinned. This is why death passed upon all men (Rom. 5:12-21; 1Cor. 15:21-22; 2Cor. 11:3). If all people fell from the same favor Adam did and are commanded to regain grace in Christ, then it is settled that falling from grace and regaining it can happen more than once (note, Gal. 4:19). 
7. Many Israelites. Before their sin in Ex. 32 they were born again (Dt. 32:18; Gal. 4:28-29), redeemed (Ex. 15:13; Dt. 21:8), sanctified (Ex. 31:13; Lev. 20:8), converted (Ps. 19:7), in grace (Ex. 33:12-17; Ps. 84:11), had their names in the book of life (Ex. 32:32-33), had the same gospel we have (Gal. 3:6-14; Heb. 4:2), and had other spiritual experiences (see Old Testament Spiritual Experiences). When they sinned they were cut off from God and were lost (Ex. 32:32-33; 2Cor. 10:1-18; Heb. 2:14; Jude 1:5). Scores of times they forsook God and were cursed (Dt. 17:3; 29:26; Judg. 2:11-23; 3:5-14; 4:1; 5:31; 6:1; 8:28-35; Judg. 10:6 -- Judg. 11:33; Judg. 12:7 -- Judg. 13:1; 20:13; 1Sam. 2:12-36; 3:11-14; 1Ki. 11:1-13,38-39; 12:25-33; 13:33-34; 14:16-31; 15:29; 16:2; 2Ki. 17:7-23; etc.). 
8. Nadab and Abihu, holy priests of God (Ex. 19:6; 22:31), were cut off in sin (Lev. 10:1-20; Num. 3:4). 
9. Korah, Dathan, Abiram, and other holy men of God were cut off by sin and went to She'owl (HSN-<H7585>) (Num. 16:1-3,23-33). 
10. Saul, who had a change of heart and received the Holy Spirit (1Sam. 10:9-13,21-24), went into spiritualism (1Sam. 28; Lev. 19:31; 20:6). He lost the Holy Spirit (1Sam. 16:12-23), and died by suicide and was cursed by God (1Sam. 31:1-6; 1Chr. 10:13-14). 
11. Many disciples of Jesus left Him and His grace and followed Him no more (Jn. 6:66). They believed for a while (Lk. 8:13). They drew back to perdition (Heb. 10:26-39). To receive Christ and confess Him for only a moment brings the new birth, so those who believed for awhile had grace to fall from (Jn. 1:12; 1Jn. 5:1). 
12. Judas was once saved because: 
(1) He was a familiar friend of Christ (Ps. 41:9). Would Christ call any unsaved man or the devil (as some suppose Judas to be) "mine own familiar friend"? 
(2) Christ trusted Judas at one time or He would not have said "in whom I trusted" (Ps. 41:9). Hebrew: batach (HSN-<H982>), to confide in, as to be secure without fear. Used in this sense 107 times. Would He have confided in such a man if he had always been untrustworthy? 
(3) Judas ate of Christ's bread (Ps. 41:9). This always assures eastern people of very personal and intimate friendship. 
(4) He had his name written in the book of life with the righteous (cp. Acts 1:20 with Ps. 69:25-28, notes). 
(5) He was a bishop of the church Christ is building (Acts 1:20 with Ps. 109:8). 
(6) He had part of the apostolic ministry (Acts 1:17,25). 
(7) Christ gave him power against unclean spirits to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness and disease. This was true of the twelve, Judas included (Mt. 10:1-4). 
(8) He was sent forth as one of the twelve to represent Christ among Israel (Mt. 10:5-6). 
(9) He was called to preach (Mt. 10:7). 
(10) He was commanded to heal the sick, cleanse lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils (Mt. 10:8; Mk. 3:14-15; 6:7; Lk. 9:1-2). 
(11) He freely received power to heal and it was commanded that he freely give (Mt. 10:8). 
(12) He had the peace of God to give to a home as did all others of the twelve (Mt. 10:13). 
(13) He was a sheep in the midst of wolves like others of the twelve (Mt. 10:16). 
(14) He had the Holy Spirit in him (Mt. 10:19-20). 
(15) He was ordained by Christ to the ministry as much as the others (Mk. 3:14). 
(16) He was just as successful in preaching and healing as others (Mk. 6:12-13; Lk. 9:6,10). 
(17) He was an apostle, meaning he was one divinely called and sent to do the work of God (Lk. 6:13; note, Acts 15:33). 
(18) Judas fell by sin from the ministry and apostleship (Acts 1:25). How could he do this if he was always a sinner, as some say? 
(19) Satan entered into Judas at the close of Christ's ministry, proving that he was not always an agent of the devil, much less one from the beginning (Lk. 22:3; Jn. 13:2). Therefore, he backslid and became a thief (Jn. 12:6), a devil (Jn. 6:70, Greek: adversary), and the betrayer. To make Judas the very devil, a devil from the beginning, and an unsaved man never in grace is to ignore the plain facts of Scripture. 
(20) He once had eternal life, as proved from Jn. 17:2 where we read of Christ giving eternal life "to as many as Thou hast given him." Then in Jn. 17:12 it is stated that of "those that Thou gavest Me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition." It is clear, then, that Judas was given to Jesus and Jesus had once given him eternal life. 
13. Ananias and Sapphira were saved and of one heart and one soul with all the church (Acts 4:32 -- Acts 5:1), until they agreed to lie to the Holy Ghost at which time they were killed (Acts 5:1-11). "Great grace was upon them all," including Ananias and Sapphira (Acts 4:33; 5:1). 
14. The Galatians who had begun in the Spirit and had received the Spirit (Gal. 3:2-4), were soon removed from Christ and grace (Gal. 1:6; 5:4). 
15. Demas, a preacher in the early church (Col. 4:14; Phm. 1:24) went back into sin, having loved this present world (2Tim. 4:10). If any man loves the world the love of the Father is not in him. He is lost if he does not come back to God (1Jn. 2:15-17). 
16. Hymenaeus and Alexander were one time in the faith, but made shipwreck of it and put away faith (1Tim. 1:19-20). 
17. Many others coveted money and erred from the faith (1Tim. 6:10,21). 
18. Many young widows waxed cold toward Christ and cast off their first faith and were damned (1Tim. 5:11-13). 
19. Hymenaeus and Philetus erred from the faith and overthrew the faith of others (2Tim. 2:17-19). 
20. Apostates were once saved, but fell away and departed from the faith. See notes on Rom. 1:21-32; Heb. 6:4-9; 10:26-29; 2Pet. 2:20-22. 
21. Many in the churches were once saved but later threatened with destruction if they did not repent (Rev. 2:5,10,16,20-23; 3:3,11,16). 
 
Isaiah 63:15
MESSIAH’S SECOND ADVENT: VENGEANCE ON ISRAEL’S ENEMIES
1 Who is this Who comes from Edom, with dyed garments from Bozrah? He Who is glorious in His apparel, travelling in the greatness of His strength? I Who speak in Righteousness, mighty to save. (The question, “Who is this Who comes from Edom?” refers to Christ. This pertains to the Second Coming, with the description in Verses 1 through 6 pertaining to the Battle of Armageddon.
Some have thought that this Vision, concerning the garments dyed with blood, is descriptive of Christ as Saviour; however, this Vision, as the language states, concerns vengeance, which is the opposite of Grace, and it belongs to His future Second Coming in Judgment.)
2 Wherefore are You red in your apparel, and Your garments like him who treads in the winefat? (“And Your garments like him who treads in the winefat,” has to do with one in olden times who treaded down grapes, and, therefore, had his garments splattered with the juice. Such typifies what Christ will do at Armageddon.)
3 I have trodden the winepress alone; and of the people there was none with Me: for I will tread them in My anger, and trample them in My fury; and their blood shall be sprinkled upon My garments, and I will stain all My raiment. (The “winepress” speaks of the terrible carnage and bloodletting at Armageddon. Quite possibly millions will die at this particular time.
“And of the people there was none with Me,” refers to the nations of the world, which had joined in opposition to Israel in favor of the Antichrist. None sided with Israel, i.e., Christ. Consequently, He “will tread them in My anger, and trample them in My fury.”)
4 For the day of vengeance is in My heart, and the year of My redeemed is come. (This is the time that the Lord will once again, as Zechariah prophesied, “fight against those nations as when He fought in the day of battle” [Zech. 14:3]. As well, this will be the time of Israel’s restoration.)
5 And I looked, and there was none to help; and I wondered that there was none to uphold: therefore My Own arm brought Salvation unto Me; and My fury, it upheld Me. (Those who had no helper and no upholder are the sons of Jacob, who, at the time of Messiah’s Second Coming, will be suffering most cruel persecution. However, the Lord will come back in Power and Glory — in fact, such Power and Glory as the world has never seen before. Consequently, He will bring victory to His chosen People.)
6 And I will tread down the people in My anger, and make them drunk in My fury, and I will bring down their strength to the Earth. (“The people,” should have been translated “the nations.” The destruction is to be so complete that it will be absolutely and utterly overwhelming. There will be no recovery for the Antichrist and those who follow him. They will all be destroyed!)
GOD’S FAVOR SHOWN ISRAEL; PRAISE FOR PAST BLESSINGS
7 I will mention the lovingkindnesses of the LORD, and the praises of the LORD, according to all that the LORD has bestowed on us, and the great goodness toward the house of Israel, which He has bestowed on them according to His mercies, and according to the multitude of His lovingkindnesses. (As praise for present blessings followed the First Advent [61:1-11], so praise for past blessings [Vss. 7-14] here follows the Second Advent, and rightly so!)
8 For He said, Surely they are My People, children who will not lie: so He was their Saviour. (This harks back to the deliverance of the Children of Israel from Egyptian bondage. The Lord at that time was their Saviour.)
9 In all their affliction He was afflicted, and the Angel of His Presence saved them: in His love and in His pity He redeemed them; and He bore them, and carried them all the days of old. (“The Angel of His Presence,” occurs nowhere but in this place. It is probably equivalent to “the Angel of God” [Ex. 19:19; Judg. 15:6; Acts 27:23]. It either designates the Second Person of the Trinity, or the highest of the Angelic company, who seems, at least in this instance, to be the Archangel Michael.
Such refers not only to their deliverance from Egypt, but their preservation in the wilderness.)
10 But they rebelled, and vexed His Holy Spirit: therefore He was turned to be their enemy, and He fought against them. (Any rebellion against the Lord or His Word always, and without fail, “vexes the Holy Spirit,” without Whom we simply cannot succeed or survive.
“Therefore He was turned to be their enemy,” was brought about because of Israel’s sin and rebellion. Consequently, “He fought against them,” which is a sad state of affairs, to say the least! The Lord, Who desired to fight for them, was forced to fight against them.)
11 Then He remembered the days of old, Moses, and His People, saying, Where is He Who brought them up out of the sea with the shepherd of His flock? where is He Who put his Holy Spirit within him? (The scene now changes from the ancient deliverance of Israel to the coming Battle of Armageddon. Then the Lord will “remember the days of old.” He will remember His Covenants and deal with them again [Lev. 26:33-43; Deut. 30:1-10].)
12 Who led them by the right hand of Moses with His glorious arm, dividing the water before them, to make Himself an Everlasting Name? (This speaks of the mighty miracle of the opening of the Red Sea, which the Lord now once again calls to account.
“To make Himself an Everlasting Name,” is one of the main purposes of the entire series of miracles wrought in Egypt: “that God’s Name might be declared throughout all the Earth” [Ex. 9:16].)
13 Who led them through the deep, as an horse in the wilderness, that they should not stumble? (What a sight this must have been! Some 5 to 6 million people coming through this created path, with a wall of water standing up on either side of them, and the way so smooth that not one of them “should stumble.”)
14 As a beast goes down into the valley, the Spirit of the LORD caused him to rest: so did You lead Your People, to make Yourself a glorious Name. (The Glory of all these past blessings is ascribed not to Israel, but to Israel’s Great Shepherd — all to make Himself “a Glorious Name,” not for egotistical or selfish purposes, but that men throughout the Earth may know that all Blessings and Deliverance come from God, and from God Alone!)

Hosea 14
1 O Israel, return unto the LORD your God; for you have fallen by your iniquity. (This Chapter is the presentation of a glorious Altar Call. In fact, it also tells of Israel’s Restoration in a coming Glad Day, but which could have taken place in Hosea’s time or any time forward, if Israel had only repented. The Lord is always ready to receive all who come to Him. He will always do so, gladly, kindly, and with open arms. He offers no condemnation, only acceptance.)
2 Take with you words, and turn to the LORD: say unto Him, Take away all iniquity, and receive us graciously: so will we render the calves of our lips. (Divine Love provides the fitting words for the truly repentant tongue. “Take with you words,” in essence, says, “Not sacraments, not ceremonies, but ’words.’”
“Turn to the LORD,” proclaims the fact that these “words” are not to be taken to men, but rather to the Lord.
The phrase, “Say unto Him, Take away all iniquity,” presents what these “words” ought to be.
“And receive us graciously,” refers to the fact that we are saved by Grace through Faith, it is the Gift of God [Eph. 2:8-9]. Grace is simply the goodness of God extended to undeserving people. It is received, whether by the sinner or the Saint, by Faith evidenced in Christ and what He did for us at the Cross. In fact, the Cross is what makes the Grace of God [the Goodness of God] available to all.
“So will we render the calves of our lips,” refers to Sacrifice, and, in reality, the Sacrifice of the Cross. In essence, we are to thank the Lord for saving us, and that it was made possible by and through the Cross.)
3 Asshur shall not save us; we will not ride upon horses: neither will we say any more to the work of our hands, You are our gods: for in You the fatherless find mercy. (“Asshur shall not save us,” pertains to the fact that man cannot save man. The phrase, “We will not ride upon horses,” means that we will not trust in what man can do. “For in You the fatherless find mercy,” refers to Israel as “Lo-ruhamah” [no more mercy] and “Lo-ammi” [not My people]. Despite these facts, the Lord says that if Israel [or anyone, for that matter] will truly turn to Him, He will receive and accept them [Eph. 2:13-18].)
4 I will heal their backsliding, I will love them freely: for My anger is turned away from him. (The Divine response of Verses 4 through 8 exhibits the moral result of true conversion.)
5 I will be as the dew unto Israel: he shall grow as the lily, and cast forth his roots as Lebanon. (The “dew” speaks of the Holy Spirit, the “lily” speaks of Righteousness, and the “roots of Lebanon” speak of one’s place and position in Christ. All of this awaits the believing sinner!)
6 His branches shall spread, and his beauty shall be as the olive tree, and his smell as Lebanon. (“His branches shall spread,” speaks of Spiritual Growth. “And his beauty shall be as the olive tree,” speaks of “fruit.” The phrase, “And his smell as Lebanon,” proclaims the fact that certain types of trees emit aromas which repel all insects and reptiles. Spiritually, it speaks of protection from the powers of darkness by Faith in Christ and His Cross [Rom. 6:3-5].)
7 They who dwell under His shadow shall return; they shall revive as the corn, and grow as the vine: the scent thereof shall be as the wine of Lebanon. (This Verse speaks of Israel restored and now reigning supreme in the coming Kingdom Age.)
8 Ephraim shall say, What have I to do any more with idols? I have heard him, and observed him: I am like a green fir tree. From Me is your fruit found. (This Verse may be thus displayed:
Ephraim, “What have I to do any more with idols?”
Immanuel, “I have heard him and observed him.”
Ephraim, “I am like a green fir tree.”
Immanuel, “Yes, but remember that from Me is your fruit found.”
The question concerning Ephraim, “What have I to do any more with idols?”, is a full, final, and forever renunciation of idolatry.) – Seen In Isaiah 63-64
9 Who is wise, and he shall understand these things? prudent, and he shall know them? for the Ways of the LORD are right, and the just shall walk in them: but the transgressors shall fall therein. (This Verse forms the epilogue to the whole Prophecy. God’s Way of Salvation is a stepping stone to the Believer, but a stumbling stone to the unbeliever. Christ is a Rock of defense to the one, but a Rock of offense to the other [I Cor. 1:23].)
